Member Meetings & Committee Activities
We held two productive member meetings in May and September. These gatherings provided an opportunity to share information, discuss topics of interest, address concerns, and plan for the future.
Several committee highlights include:
· The Social Committee has planned many of the activities above as well as rolling out the popular Ausable Lake Apparel.  Apparel sales raised close to $2,500 for the Association. 

· The Fish Committee has met with the State Biologist and other associations to develop best practices and a well-received fish survey and associated database.

· The Lake Health Committee, under the new leadership of Peggy Kay, has recommended and received Board approval to proceed forward with Restorative Lake Services (RLS) to conduct an Aquatic Vegetation Management Survey during the summer of 2025.  The committee also raised $3,000 to help fund the study.  Information on Aquatic Vegetation Survey Methods will be posted on the ALPOA website (www.AuSableLakeMI.org).  Additional information on the AuSable Lake study will be provided during the May Member meeting.

Water quality samples were taken throughout the season to monitor and test the water to help ensure the health and safety of AuSable Lake. These efforts are vital to preserving our natural resources for future generations.

Additionally, a sign, trash can, and tools were posted at the boat launch to promote cleaning, draining, and drying of boats to help prevent the spread of invasive weeds.
